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Relevance. With regard to society, progress is the leading direction of
development as a tendency to improve, improve one or several areas of public
life, which is characterizing by the scientific concept of "social development™. In
our opinion, in order to identify the essence and content of the concept
"potential of social progress" and its constituent elements, relations with other
categories, it is important to consider existing approaches to defining the
"potential” and "potential of social progress" in the modern scientific literature.

Paper objective: substantiation of theoretical foundations, generalization
of scientific approaches and deepening of understanding of the essence of such
concepts as: potential, social progress, potential of social progress.

Basic material. The term "potential” comes from the French language,
where it is substantiated that "potentiel™ is used in the sense of "it is possible or
it will be possible”. "Potentia” is means the latent opportunity, the necessary
force to achieve certain goals from Latin [1].

There are three main approaches to the definition and formation of the
potentials of any nature in modern scientific literature: resourceful, target and
functional. Resource approach is the ability of the socio-economic system is
mobilize and use the necessary combination (aggregate) of resources to achieve
the identifying goals through the continuous development of existing resources
and the ability to create new ones in response to rapid changes in the situation.
Target approach considers the potential as the ability of the complex of
resources in the socio-economic system to create opportunities for the
accomplishment of the tasks or goals set before it. The authors of the functional
approach consider the potential as a system of material and labor factors that
influence at the formation of the structure of potential resources. In this case, the
potential itself can not exist, therefore, it has no reason to form, evaluate and use
it.

According to the general definition, development is a process of directed,
logical changes of material and ideal objects. With regard to society, the leading

direction of development is considered the progress as a tendency to improve,



improve one or several areas of public life, which is characterized by the
scientific concept of "social development™.

At the same time, the analysis of various types of universal connections,
expressed in the laws and categories of dialectics, shows that development in
general and social development, in particular, can not been considered a simple
synonym of change or equated it with progress, because that process is more
complex than a change or set of changes. Modern science formulates the
concept of development on the basis of comparison of the concepts of
"development”,"progress”, regression” and the identification of typical changes
for each of them.

Nowadays the tendencies of a system of views on social progress make it
possible to highlight the following approaches [13]: 1) Neo-conservatism, which
returns to the old idea that nothing truly changes in the human condition and
eternal values of religion; 2) Neo-liberalism confirms the power and potential of
changes, but only on the personal, individual level; 3) Socialism argues that the
state as a direction of social progress can has very important positive results; 4)
Economic of resources. Resource-oriented economy changes the current money-
economy, which is "deficit-oriented™; 5) A new radicalism the aspects of which
are begin with the question about objective criteria that can be measured by
social progress.

Consequently, we are able to say that progress can be public only at time
when it carries a moral humanistic basis. In this context, it is difficult not to
agree with Kant, who believed that everything could be used as a means to
achieve the goals, except of the person.

The existing views of scholars and the interpretation of the "potential”
category are not contradictory but are complementary and mutually reinforcing.

Therefore, we summarize the main thing of article:

1) the potential of social progress can not be regarded as a formalized and
static phenomenon, because it has a hierarchy of structural elements (any

systemic potential is a consequence of the interaction of substructural elements)



that can enter into specific interconnections and manifest themselves as other
potentials;

2) the potential of social progress is characterized in a certain time
interval by a certain scale, level and degree of transformation into a certain
result;

3) the degree of transformation of a potential into a real depends on the
number of causes and conditions (objective and subjective) and the magnitude
of accumulated reserves and opportunities;

4) the potential of social progress is not simply a combination of
resources, reserves and opportunities, since they must be combined in a certain
way to achieve the stated goals.

Conclusions of the research. Based on the analysis of the concepts of

"potential™, "progress",

public", "civil society™ and "social progress™ in the field
of public administration in the article, can rightly assume that "social progress"
is a multilevel and diverse process, since it consists of different spheres of public
life, which mutually influence each other. This progress must be necessarily
aimed at creating the conditions for the further existence of mankind and to
ensure the life of each person. Potential of civil progress has certain
characteristics: hierarchical construction, defined scale, degree of transformation
of potential in real, the need for the combination and interaction of all elements
of social progress. In further research, it is planned to analyze the main criteria

for to assess social progress.
