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THEORETICAL APPROACHES TO THE DEFINITION
OF "DIGITAL ECONOMY"

Development of the digital economy is one of major trends that change society and business
in the XXI century. It causes changes through the adoption of digital technologies in organizations
or work environments. Development of the digital economy is so important that some authors
compare it to the industrial revolution.

The significant impact of digitalization of the economy on all spheres of society has caused
widespread interest in this process from scientists and led to the emergence of a large number of
definitions of this concept.

At the first time the concept of digital economy was formed 1995, but the first legislation on
the introduction of digital technologies in developed countries began to be approved after 2008 [1].

Canadian scientist D.Tapscott was one of the first to apply the concept of digital economy
and gave it a definition. In his book “Digital economy: promises and danger in the age of net
intelligence” he asked this "The age of net intelligence", where it is said "not just about network
technology ... smart machines ... but about a network of people through technology", that
"combines intelligence, knowledge and creative abilities for breakthroughs in wealth creation and
social development" [2].

N.Lane defined digital economy as ‘“convergence of computing and communication
technologies on the Internet and the resulting flow of information and technology that stimulates
all e-commerce and huge organizational changes” [3].

Among Ukrainian scientists, the concept of digital economy has acquired the following
meanings.

According to research of A.Dobrynin digital economy is the economy based on dominant
application of digital technologies.

V.Alpakova defines a digital economy that actively absorbs and uses digital technologies, it
is the most important engine of innovations, competitiveness and economic development [4].

According to the definition of S.Kolyadenko digital economy is the economy based on
production of digital products and services by high technological business structures and
distribution of these products through e-commerce.

The main tasks and directions of digitalization of Ukraine's economy are outlined in the
"Digital Agenda of Ukraine 2020". In particular, this document defines digitalization as
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introduction of digital technologies in all spheres of life: from interaction between people to
industrial production, from household items to children's toys, clothes, etc. This is the transition of
biological and physical systems to cyber biological and cyber physical (combining physical and
computing components). Transition of activities from the real world to the virtual world
(online) [5].

There are many definitions of the digital economy nowadays. This is due to the relevance of
this phenomenon and the variety of approaches to it by scientists. In our opinion, the digital
economy is an economy based on the production and distribution of goods and services using the
latest information and communication technologies.
